Flow B.3 Step 2 in the AD:
2. Ad Engine requests Ad(s) from the Ad Server. The parameters may be derived from information obtained in Step 1. Or Ad Engine may also request specific Ads.
This CR aims to add one parameter in the Ad Engine Ad Request to achieve this.

5.4.1.1    AdEngineAdRequest message
This message is used by the Ad Engine to request Ad(s) from Ad Server.
In the ad request, the Ad Engine SHALL be able to pass the parameters as described in the first column of Table 8, and the said parameters SHALL be of the type denoted in the second and third column of Table 8. The cardinality of each parameter in a given request SHALL be as denoted in the fourth column of Table 8.

In contrast, the fourth column in Table 8 is given solely for informative purposes.
