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1 Reason for Change

Reading the latest version of the Core TS specification it appears that the AdEngineAdresponse message contains the ContextualDataStructure in which theContextualDataID is present.
In the case the Ad Engine submit an Ad Request to the AdServer and provide the contextualdata structure, the Ad Server should be able to return only the ContextualDataID instead of the full data structure in order to optimise resources.

This contribution proposes additional text in the contextualData structure of the AdEngineAdResponse message to clarify the above.

5.4.1.2 AdEngineAdResponse message
This message is used by the Ad Engine to receive Ad(s) to from Ad Server.
In the ad response, the Ad Server SHALL be able to pass the parameters as described in the first column of Table 6, and the said parameters SHALL be of the type denoted in the second and third columns of Table 8. The cardinality of each parameter in a given request SHALL be as denoted in the fourth column of Table 8.

In contrast, the fifth column in Table 8 is given solely for informative purposes.
