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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes the data structure for the broadcast MobAd Rule message delivered over the Delv-1 interface, when BCAST adaptation is employed.  This is done in accordance to Vodafone’s suggestion during the 29 July teleconference that because it is BCAST-specific, instead of specifying details of the payload data structure in the Core TS, that should be provided in the MobAd-BCAST Adaptation (“MBA”) TS.

Change 1:  Proposed payload structure for usage-related MobAd Rules when BCAST adaptation is used in the delivery of ‘AdServerBroadcastMobAdRule’ message over Delv-1

Adaptation of ‘AdServerBroadcastMobAdRule’ Message
The ‘AdServerBroadcastMobAdRule’ message as defined in Section 5.5.6.1 of [MobAd-Core] is used to broadcast usage-related MobAd Rules over Delv-1.  The payload portion of that message, i.e. the <MobAdRuleContent> element, is defined in this section.

MobAd-BCAST network side interactions in MobAd Rules delivery
The Ad Server, as the source of MobAd Rules, sends the usage-related MobAd Rules to the BCAST Server over the BCAST-3 interface.  As shown in Figure Y, this information sent over BCAST-3 is mapped to the appropriate parameter in the Download AuxDataTrigger notification message (i.e. <FilterRules>).  Subsequently, the BCAST Server broadcasts the Ad Metadata contents via the ‘AdServerBroadcastMobAdRule’ message to the BCAST Client over Delv-1 (which corresponds to the BCAST-5 interface as defined in [BCAST11-AD]).
