This contribution proposes channel management guide depending on the operator policy. 

If the one channel for both Ad and Rule/Ad metrics delivery is supported to the MobAd Enabler, the Rule and Ad metrics delivery also suspended in case of Ad suspension.
If the one channel for Ad and the other channel for Rule/Ad metrics are supported to the MobAd Enabler, the Rule and Ad metrics delivery still works well in case of Ad suspension.

6.3.2 Metrics Reporting and Rule Delivery
If the Ad Server allows the unique channel for the Metrics Report and Rule delivery, the Ad Server SHALL set the sub element ‘suspend-allowed’ as ‘FALSE’, the sub element ‘subscription-required’ as ‘TRUE’, the sub element ‘channel-id’ as ‘MobAd-Control-Delivery_v1.0’ in channel metadata. For the Metrics Report delivery, the Ad Engine SHALL set the element ‘Channel-ID’ as ‘MobAd-Control-Delivery_v1.0’ in the DCD-CADE ContentSubmitRequest message. For the Rule delivery, the Ad Server SHALL set the element ‘Channel-ID’ as ‘MobAd-Control-Delivery_v1.0’ in the DCD-CPDE ContentUpdate message.
If the Ad Server does not allow the unique channel for the Metrics Report and Rule delivery, the DCD Enabler SHALL reuse the subscribed DCD Channel for the Metrics and Rule delivery. In this case, the Metrics Report and Rule delivery can be limited in case of the channel suspended condition.
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
