10 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add description to the section 7.3. Delivery of Ad Metadata and Contextual Data
7.3 Delivery of Ad Metadata and Contextual Data (for filtering purposes)

The Ad Server SHALL send, via out-of-band means to the BSD/A, Ad Metadata and Contextual data to be delivered via the associated containers in the BCAST Service Guide or other means (ffs).
When using BCAST as the underlying Broadcast Distribution System the notification functionality SHALL be enabled to provide the Ad filtering criteria (e.g. available Ad information, MobAd Rules, etc) to the Ad Engine as defined in section 5.5 of [MobAd-Core-TS].
Ad Metadata and Contextual data transmitted from the BCAST server and intended for the BCAST Client SHALL be carried in the Service or Content fragment of the BCAST Service Guide ([BCAST11-SG]), in the form of <ParentalRating>, <TargetUserProfile>, <Genre> and <BroadcastArea> or other fields of the fragment. 
Ad Metadata and Contextual data transmitted from the Ad Server and intended for the Ad Engine SHALL be carried in the form of notification.
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
