This end-to-end flow illustrates the operations performed by the MobAd enabler to operate with the BCAST enabler.
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Figure X: Broadcast Ad Delivery to Ad Engines Call Flow
Pre-condition: The Ad Engine transmits its own Ad filtering data to the BCAST Client to further assist and control Ad selection by the BCAST Client. 

1. The Ad Server provides AdContentData and Ad Metadata to the BCAST Server for Service Guide and Ad(s) broadcast channel creation. In the AdContentData, it includes either AdContentPayload or AdLocationURI.
2. The BCAST Server creates the Service Guide. 
3. The BCAST Server provides the Service Guide creation response to the Ad Server upon the creation of the Service Guide.
4. The BCAST Server delivers the Service Guide to the BCAST Clients, including Ad Metadata, Contextual data and delivery schedules. 
5. The BCAST Client uses the filtering data to perform selective downloading of broadcast AdContentData. 
6. The BCAST Client transfers AdContentData and Ad Metadata to the Ad Engine.
7. Optionally, Ad Engine performs filtering of the Ad(s) received from BCAST Client, based on the Contextualization and Personalization information, and/or other relevant information available to the Ad Engine. 
8. Each Ad Engine caches the received (and possibly filtered) Ad(s) for anticipated future delivery to Ad Apps located on the same device. In case that only the AdLocationURI is received, Ad Engine MAY fetch Ad from the AdLocationURI using out-of-scope methods.
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
