7.3 Delivery of Ad Metadata and Contextual Data (for filtering purposes)

The Ad Server SHALL send, via out-of-band means to the BSD/A, Ad Metadata and Contextual data to be delivered via the associated containers in the BCAST Service Guide or other means (ffs).  Ad Metadata and Contextual data transmitted from the BCAST server to the BCAST Client SHALL be carried in the Service or Content fragment of the BCAST Service Guide ([BCAST11-SG]), in the form of <BroadcastArea>, <PrivateExt> or <Extension> of the fragment.  
The <BroadcastArea> field is interpreted by the BCAST Client and <PrivateExt> or <Extension> fields, forwarded from BCAST Client, are interpreted by Ad Engine. 
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
