8.2 Ad Filtering Data Exchange

The Ad Engine SHALL transmit its own Ad filtering data to the BCAST Client to further assist and control Ad selection by the BCAST Client. The Ad filtering data can be also provided to Ad Engine via BCAST Client using Service Guide. Upon receiving Ad filtering data, the Ad Engine performs selection to generate the filtering data for the BCAST Client. 
The BCAST Client SHALL use the filtering data to perform selective downloading of broadcast Ad contents.  

The local Ad filtering data, such as contextual data, SHALL be compared to information contained in Content and/or Service fragment of the BCAST Service Guide ([BCAST11-SG]), in the form of <BroadcastArea>, <PrivateExt> or <Extension>of the fragments.
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
