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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes to structure the various MobAd messages, change some structures, refine some definitions.
In particular the following changes are proposed:

· Remove one level in the metric reporting structure by removing sections 5.2.2.1 (AdAppAdMetricData) and 5.3.2.1 ‘SPAppAdMetricData) as per minutes of Singapore meeting.

· Integrate agreed CRs 232, 274R01, 276R01and 198R04

· Clarify the definition of Ad Metadata without creating a specific AdMetadata structure for it. See definition section 3.2 and remove the appendix C.
· Clarify the definition and description of some parameters in section 5.1

· Correct some editorial mistakes

· Provide the conventions related to the table in the convention section and remove the redundant text in section 5.2 onward.

· Insert a MessageName element as the parent element of each message

· Insert an AdRequestInfo element  in request message (SPApp and AdEngine) that is the parent of multiple parameters. Note: the NumberOfAdElement becomes redundant but as been maintained in this contribution. Another contribution should address this issue.
· Insert a ProvidedAd Element (correspond to the Ad Structure proposed by Kepeng) in the response for SPApp and AdEngine, remove the NumberOfAd parameter that became redundant.
· Change Attribute to Element when the cardinality indicate “several” to comply with XML rules.
· Move AdProvider and AdUnit in the ContextualData structure as these do no relate to the message but to the context of the Ad.

· Remove the optional table in the Ad App request as this does not solve the structure issue for multiple Ads. The question whether an Ad App should be able to request and receive multiple Ads in the same message (request/response) needs to be address. The question whether the NumberOfAd parameters should be maintained in the SP App and AdEngine request is not solved, The AdREquestInfo element that is repeated for each ad makes the NumberOfAd parameter redundant. 
· Remove the first editorial note under the Ad App response that is not anymore valid.

· Move the various parameters in each message under the relevant parent element, 
· Clarify some conditions, definitions

· Remove the AdMetadata table in the annex.
