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1 Reason for Change

This CR is proposing to revised the MobAd Core TS with the NumberOfAd parameters once the message have been structured.
In some of the messages, as proposed in CR 291, an AdRequestInfo is the parent of all parameters that relates to an Ad that is requested to an entity. These Elements can have multiple occurrences in the message, one for each requested Ad.

Hence the NumberOfAds attribute, becomes redundant. 

This CR proposes to remove the redundancy.

This CR is based on the structure of message in CR 291 but the principal would be the same if a different parent Element would be agreed by the group.
