6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Section 5 MobAd Operations and functions

This section defines the MobAd operations and functions of the Ad Server, Ad Engine, SP App and Ad App.
5.1 Ad Engine operations, functions and behaviours
5.2 Ad Server
5.3 Ad App
5.3.1 Registering to Ad Engine

Ad App may declare its capabilities (including default values) with the Ad Engine, whether they are used by the Ad Engine and Ad Server, and if so how is subject to the SP policy. The choice of the declaration model is normally subject to local execution environment

Also note that the special authentication mechanism between the Ad App and the Ad Engine on the device is an implementation and deployment consideration.
5.3.2 Ad App creation by Ad Server
Ad App is considered to be a trusted application deployed on a device belonging to a user. To enable an Ad App to receive and present the relevant Ads to the User, this needs to be registered with the Ad Server subject to the SP policy. During this registration, a SP-unique identifier is assigned to the AdApp, known as AdAppId. It identifies the Ad App, as opposed to its instance, e.g. “soccx21330001” etc. Also, assignment of AdAppId can be pre-negotiated between Ad App developer and Ad Server provider via out of means and this is considered out of scope of this specification
5.3.3 Identifying Ad Apps
The Ad App SHOULD be a registered entity with the Ad Server of SP domain, during SP policy agreement. This enables MobAd enabled device and server to accept the Ad Request; select and deliver appropriate targeted Ads to those Ad Apps.

The identification and registration of the Ad App can be achieved in various ways – 

· during the installation or initialization of the Ad App on the device

· at provisioning time of the Ad App on the device

· while processing the first Ad App Request

· through any other specific communication exchange between Ad App and Ad Engine

However, this is considered out of scope of this specification.

The Ad App SHALL send the following information to the Ad Engine:

· Ad App ID

· An Ad App profile corresponding to its capabilities (e.g. SP Domain, type of application, name, type of interactive mechanisms, level of interactivity, type of communication access).
5.3.4 Requesting and Receiving Ads from the Ad Engine
The Ad App SHALL support requesting Ad(s) from the Ad Engine that is residing on the same device.
The Ad App MAY request Ad(s) from the Ad Engine based on triggering of an internal execution logic within Ad App. The Ad Request may contain some contextual information such as:
· Ad App ID
· Ad presentation format details
· Ad size and positioning info
· Content metadata information
After the Ad selection process executed by Ad Engine, it returns the resultant Ad(s) to the Ad App. This Ad selection may result in one, several or no Ads. The same result is presented to the user appropriately by the Ad App.

The Ad Response may contain selected Ad(s) and associated info such as:
· Ad App ID
· Contextual Data ID
· Ad Content Data Info
· PreserveAdFormat
5.3.5 Collecting Impression, Reporting Metrics to Ad Engine

After the Ads of interest are presented, the User’s impressions/actions with an Ad (e.g. click-through) SHALL be captured and reported by the Ad App to Ad Engine. 
Such Ad Metric data may contain info such as:

· Ad Id

· Ad App Id

· Ad related user actions

· Ad Impressions
It is assumed that the Ad App immediately report to the Ad Engine and does not aggregate the metrics for a later reporting.
After receiving this data, Ad Engine validates, augments and stores this metrics to be sent to the Ad Server at a later point of time. This is informative and complements the operation at Ad Engine side.
Upon support of ad forwarding functionality by the Ad Engine and Ad Server, if the user clicks to forward an Ad to another user, the Ad App reports to the Ad Engine as part of the metric report: 
· either that it has forwarded the Ad in the case of direct forwarding (possibly via another application available and accessible to the Ad App on the device)
· or it requests the Ad to be forwarded by the Ad Server
