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1 Reason for Change

There are several mistakes and obsolete descriptions in the MBA spec which should be corrected
1. Fig.1 of the overall MobAd over BCAST architecture still shows the BCAST-3/NT-3 interface in the role of facilitating delivery of BCAST Notification related information pertaining to AuxDataTrigger, which will not be used in the MBA spec.  Besides recognizing this interface as being no longer relevant, it is proposed to only label in Fig. 1 the interfaces of concern for the MBA spec, i.e. BCAST-2/FD-2 and MBA-1.
2. Similar to the above, the description under Sec. 6 (Network Side Operations) is outdated in referencing the use of BCAST-3 interface.  In addition, given that BCAST-2 cannot be used to provide Ad Metadata and Contextual Data in the BCAST Service Guide, a related clarification should be provided.
3. The Sec. 6.2.2 description for BCAST-2 indicates that two of the functions provided by this interface to the Ad Server are:
· Provide the relevant Ad Metadata for BCAST filtering in the Service Guide (Mechanisms are FFS)
· MAY provide parameters for the Service Guide access fragment 

The first bullet point is not correct since BCAST Service Guide related data cannot be delivered over this interface.  This is because BCAST-2/SG-2 is not defined in BCAST specs, as indicated by the editor’s note in Sec. 5.1:
Editor’s Note: It is FFS how the information will be provided to the BSD/A as SG-2 in BCAST is not defined. The current assumption is that this information is carried in the XML document complying with the ‘Service’ fragment and ‘Content’ fragment defined in BCAST SG, including all the mandatory E1 elements plus <TargetUserProfile> and/or <BroadcastArea>.

Therefore, while Ad Metadata information will be sent from the Ad Server to the BSD/A, that data cannot be sent over BCAST-2/SG-2.  Therefore, this bullet point should be removed in the description in Sec. 6.2.2.
Regarding the 2nd bullet point, we believe it refers to the provisioning of file delivery session transport parameters such as TSI (Transport Session ID), and multicast IP address and port.  Referring to the BCAST 1.1 Distribution TS, it is stated in Sec. 5.4.1.2.2 (Session Creation) of that document:
Session creation will be used for requesting the creation of session for file delivery. The parameters of the session can be assigned by either the network entity requesting session creation or the network entity being requested to create a session. When requesting the creation of a session, the CC or FA SHALL use the following ‘SessionCreation’ XML message in the HTTP payload.

In addition, the file transport related parameters <tsi>, <ipaddress> and <portnumber> are shown to be contained in either or both the Session Creation request and response messages.  Specifically these parameters are mandatory in the response message.  Therefore the word “MAY” in the above bullet point should be removed.  Furthermore, the description should be made more specific to delineate the specific Access fragment parameters of concern (<tsi>, <ipaddress> and <portnumber>).
4. In the description of Sec. 6.3 (Delivery of Ad Metadata and Contextual Data (for filtering purposes)), the 1st sentence states:

The Ad Server SHALL send to the BSD/A, via SG-2, Ad Metadata and Contextual Data to be carried in the associated containers in the BCAST Service Guide.

This description is similarly incorrect, and should be modified, as proposed in this CR.

Network-side interactions between the MobAd and BCAST Enabler entities, i.e., the Ad Server and BSD/A SHALL occur over the BCAST-defined BCAST-2 reference point for the establishment, data tranmission, and termination of broadcast file delivery sessions that carry Ad contents.
Editor’s Note: Details of the network-side interactions between the Ad Server and BSD/A for the delivery of Ad Metadata and/or Contextual Data (which are subsequently carried in the <TargetUserProfile> and/or <BroadcastArea> elements, respectively, of the BCAST Service Guide) are for further study.
Change 3:  Correction to functional description of Sec. 6.2.2 - BCAST-2 interface

The BCAST-2 interface SHALL enable the Ad Server to interact with the BCAST Service Distribution / Adaptation function to provision broadcast sessions and to insert Ad(s) and the relevant Ad Metadata for BCAST filtering.

· Establish a BCAST file delivery session 
· Submit Ad(s) to be distributed

The Ad Server SHALL send  to the BSD/A Ad Metadata and Contextual Data to be carried in the associated containers in the BCAST Service Guide.  (Editor’s Note: How this is accomplished is to be determined.)  Ad Metadata and Contextual data transmitted from the BSD/A and intended for the BCAST Client SHALL be carried in the ‘Service’ and/or ‘Content’ fragment of the BCAST Service Guide ([BCAST11-SG]), in the form of  <TargetUserProfile> and/or <BroadcastArea>. 
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
