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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes a few corrections to the MobAd over BCAST high level call flow shown in Sec. 5.3 of the MBA spec.  As currently shown, the “precondition” for this call flow is too strong, by mandating the provisoning of Ad filtering data from the Ad Engine to BCAST Client (definition of ‘precondition’ from the Merrial-Webster online dictionary is prerequisite).  In certain conditions (e.g. during system start-up or reinitialization, or when the Ad Engine chooses not to send any Ad filtering data to BCAST Client), the Ad Engine may not send any Ad filtering data.  Yet, the BCAST Client can still perform the selective download of broadcasted Ads.  In addition, a few clerical fixes are proposed.

MobAd over BCAST high level end to end flow
This end-to-end flow illustrates the operations performed by the MobAd Enabler to inter-operate with the BCAST Enabler.
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Figure 2: MobAd over BCAST high level end-to-end flow
It is assumed in this call flow that the Ad Engine MAY have previously transmitted its own Ad filtering data to the BCAST Client to further assist and control Ad selection by the BCAST Client.  Should this occur, that data SHALL overwrite equivalent filtering data, or complement similar filtering data, known to the BCAST Client.  However, such Ad filtering data provisioning is not required for selective Ad downloading by the BCAST Client to operate properly.
1. The Ad Server delivers the Ad(s) and Ad Metadata to the BCAST Server. 

2. The Service Guide created by BCAST Server uses the received Ad Metadata.  The BCAST Server also creates the broadcast File Delivery channel(s). 

3. The BCAST Server reports the Service Guide creation status to the Ad Server. 

4. The BCAST Server broadcasts Service Guide to the BCAST Client.

5. The BCAST Client performs Ad filtering based on information available in the Service Guide (i.e. <TargetUserProfile> and/or <BroadcastArea>), any Ad filtering data passed by the Ad Engine, and local information known by the BCAST Client.

6. The BCAST Client selectively downloads the Ad(s) from the broadcast File Delivery channel.

7. The BCAST Client passes the selected Ad(s) to the Ad Engine.

Editor’s Note: “Ad(s)” is understood as modified “AdServerPushAd” message in the current MobAd Core TS, and this will be revisited when the Core TS is finalized.
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
