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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes to resolve the type of metric reports that could be expected from an Ad Engine (e.g. per Ad App as currently set, or also per Ad ID, or both).The alternative model is one in which the Ad Server simply asks for immediate report of all and any available metrics data, irrespective of its AdID or the Ad App which has consumed it.
PROs:
The first model allows for quite specific reports, while the second is simpler to implement and comply with

CONs:

The first model is comparably more complex, while the second doesn’t allow for much precision.
