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1 Reason for Change

Section 6.1 of the MBA spec describes the delivery of Ad contents from the Ad Server to BSD/A over FD-2.  Specifically, each Ad content item is treated as a file object which along with the ‘FileInsertion’ XML message are carried as the payload of an associated HTTP POST message.  However, the MBA spec is missing the description of the mapping between the parameters of the Delv-1 ‘AdServerPushAds’ message and the payload of the HTTP POST comprising the ‘FileInsertion’ message and Ad content file.  This CR defines that mapping.  In addition, it corrects a mistake in the last sentence of Sec. 6.1 – the SessionCreationRes message is sent upon successful creation of the file delivery session, not of the Service Guide

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Proposed changes to Sec. 6.1
6.1 
Establishing a BCAST File Delivery Session

As indicated previously, the Ad Server SHALL operate as the File Application (FA) function of the BSA (BCAST Service Application) to create one or more broadcast file delivery session(s), for subsequent use in delivering Ads to the BCAST Client. 
. 

To establish a broadcast file delivery session for Ad contents, the Ad Server SHALL send over BCAST-2/FD-2 the ‘SessionCreation’ message as defined in Section 5.4.1.2.2 of [BCAST11-Distribution], as the payload of an HTTP POST message.  The BSD/A SHALL return a SessionCreationRes message define in section 5.4.1.2.2 of [BCAST11-Distribution], upon successful creation of the file delivery session.

Upon successful creation of a file delivery session, Ad contents can be sent as files over that session.  This is accomplished by the Ad Server sending over BCAST-2/FD-2 another HTTP POST message containing the following payload: first, the ‘FileInsertion’ message as defined in Section 5.4.1.2.4 of [BCAST11-Distribution], immediately followed by the Ad content file container.
The Ad content file container SHALL consist of all parameters of the ‘AdServerPushAds’ message, as defined in Section 6.5.2.1 of the Core TS, with the exception of the ‘AdAppID’ and ‘AdUnit’ attributes of the ‘PushProvidedAd’ element.
Editor’s note: it is FFS whether the ‘AdAppID’ and ‘AdUnit’ should also be included in the Ad content file container.  For ‘AdAppID’, its purpose is unclear in broadcast Ad delivery, since it does not factor into the filtering/selective download decision by the BCAST Client.  For ‘AdUnit’, Core TS indicates that its relevance is tied to an Ad request – however, there is not necessarily any Ad request associated with broadcast Ad delivery.
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
