Currently in the MBA spec, it is unclear whether or how delivery schedule information pertaining to Ads for broadcast distribution should be delivered from the Ad Server to the BSD/A.  To keep things simple, we propose in this CR that clarification be made in the MBA spec that the above information is negotiated via out-of-band means, outside the scope of MBA, between the Ad Server and BSD/A.  Furthermore, there is no need for Ad Server to send this information to the BSD/A.  It is assumed that the BSD/A, in the role of the SG-G (Service Guide-Generation), forms and transmits over the air interface Schedule and Access fragments containing the schedule and access information associated with the Ad and/or Ad Metadata delivery.

It is assumed that via out-of-band communication (which may involve negotiation), outside the scope of this specification, the Ad Server and BSD/A agree on the delivery schedule and access/transport parameters (e.g. TSI, IP address and port) of the broadcast file delivery session(s) carrying Ads and/or Ad Metadata.  These parameters are not exchanged across the SG-2 interface.  It is assumed that the BSD/A, in the role of the SG-G (Service Guide-Generation), forms and transmits over the air interface Schedule and Access fragments containing the schedule and access information associated with the Ad and/or Ad Metadata delivery.
Change 2:  Correction in Section 5.1

…

The Ad Server SHALL operate as the Service Guide Application Source (SGAS) function of the BCAST Service Application (BSA) component in creating ‘Service’ fragment and/or ‘Content’ fragment using Ad Metadata. Subsequently, it delivers the created fragments to the Service Guide Generation (SG-G) function of the BCAST Service Distribution/Adaptation (BSD/A) component.
