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6 Reason for Change

DCD specification defines aux-content-link Content Metadata attribute, described as “Provides link to additional content that is related to the content being delivered. The intent is to support pre-fetching content referred to by the main content item or likely to be requested later.” In MobAd over DCD realm, the aux-content-link is expected to be used for association of content item(s) with relevant advertising. The problem is that DCD didn’t anticipate the scenario where DCD Client may pass original content item and associated content item to two different DECA applications. Consider the following scenario as an example:

The video player requests media update over subscribed DCD channel and the DCD Client receives content item with aux-content-list pointing to advertising. DCD Client retrieves this advertising and stores it locally until requested by the application. When video player processes the media, it comes upon identifier for associated advertising item and requests this advertising item from the Ad Engine. The Ad-Engine requests this advertising from the DCD Client using DCD Content-id identical to the Ad-id. The DCD Client already has this advertising content item retrieved and has to return it to the Ad Engine. Yet, we have an ambiguous situation as the Ad Engine is not the application that received the original content item (i.e. media item) and is not even subscribed to the DCD channel from which this media item was received.  
The proposed CR is intended to resolve this ambiguity and to define MobAd-appropriate behaviour for the DCD Client with regard to aux-content-link Content Metadata attribute.

11 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1

6.3.1.3  Associating DCD Content with Advertising
In order to associate DCD Content and Advertising using Content Metadata, the DCD Content Provider or the DCD Server SHALL use Content Metadata parameter aux-content-link as defined in section 8.3.2 of [DCD-TSS]. 
Upon receiving DCD content item with non-empty value of aux-content-link metadata parameter, the DCD Client retrieves associated content item (e.g. advertising) from the location specified by aux-content-link as defined in section 6.1.5.6 of [DCD-TSS]. DCD Client returns first content item to the target DECA and stores the associated content item until it is requested by the same DECA or by the Ad Engine.

If ContentRequest message from DECA (see section 6.3.1.2) contains content-id or content-address attributes, the DCD Client SHALL validate whether the requested content item is already downloaded to the device and provide this content item to DECA. If downloaded content item was associated through aux-content-link with the content item obtained by other DECA, the DCD Client MAY validate that requesting DECA is an Ad Engine.  
Additionally, there is another valid scenario where advertising is delivered first (e.g. via push bearer) and associated content is linked using aux-content-link parameter and pulled by DCD Client upon receiving of advertising.
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
