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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes to resolve comment D010 and D011 based on discussion during the last OMA meeting: validation MAY be perform, usage of the parameter indicating in the report that validation was perform and if the report was valid or invalid is mandatory.

The CR proposes to use the first resolution proposed in D010 and clarify the usage of the parameters.

D010:

Comment: Group agreed that the validation step of the Ad Server is an optional process and only the support of “AdValidity” element is mandatory.

Proposed Change: 
Proposed to change the Ad Engine validation process support as an optional process
Modify the text of the last bullet of 5.1.6 from “The Ad Engine SHALL by default” to “The Ad Engine MAY by default”
or

Delete “The Ad Engine SHALL by default validate Ad Metric data provided by Ad Apps, and indicate in the report if such information was valid or not (Default is True).” and add “The Ad Engine MAY perform metrics validation process with information know from various sources”

D011:

Comment: Clarify the Ad Engine validation of metrics support versus the mandatory usage of the validation parameters.
