MSN-4 SHALL follow the Javascript API Reference of the OpenSocial Social Gadget Specification 2.0 [OS-Social-Gadget] with the clarifications provided below.

The MSN Server SHALL support either the Push Access Protocol (PAP) [PUSH-PAP] or the Push-OTA protocol [PUSH-OTA] for point-to-point delivery over the MSN-5 interface.

Push Content SHALL be represented in JSON format according to [OS-Social-Data]

The format of a Activity SHALL be represented as Activity construct as defined in [ActivityStreams].
As such, activities represent both first party activities (e.g. posting a content, joining a group) and follow-up actions (e.g. commenting someone else’s post).
In particular, activities are represented in JSON on MSN-1 according to [OS-Social-API] and in Atom on MSN-3 according to [OStatus].
