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1 Reason for Contribution

MSN-1 interface defines the client-server interactions within the MobSocNet Enabler.
OpenSocial (http://www.opensocial.org) is a suite of open specifications, amongst which the Social Server API is based on a REST/JSON protocol that offers a wide range of features matching MobSocNet requirements MSN-HLF-001 to -006, MSN-HLF-012 & -013, as well as MSN-UMG-002 & -003.
2 Summary of Contribution

This input contribution proposes to reuse OpenSocial Social Server API specifications as baseline for interactions over MSN-1 interface. Some clarifications are provided, in particular to ensure MobSocNet requirements satisfaction (and strength) for some features, which OpenSocial defines optional (e.g. MAY strength).
In particular, with respect to OpenSocial terminology:

· the creation of relationships and its update in the People Service refers to the MobSocNet requirements related to “following” other users

· the deletion of a person in the People Service refers to the MobSocNet requirements related to deleting the user’s own account.

· the Groups Service refers to the MobSocNet requirements related to the creation, update and deletion of groups.

· the Activity Streams Service refers to the MobSocNet requirements related to the creation, update and deletion of activities & follow-up actions.

· the Albums Service and the MediaItems Service refer to the MobSocNet requirements related to the creation, update and deletion of multimedia content.

· the Messages Service refers to the MobSocNet requirements related to the exchange (creation & retrieval), update and deletion of private messages.

Change 2: Insert the following text in section 7.1
7.1 MSN-1
MSN-1 SHALL follow the REST protocol of the OpenSocial Social API Server Specification 2.0 [OS-Social-API] with the clarifications provided below.

With specific reference to [OS-Spec] section 4

· MSN Servers SHALL act as Social API Server and MAY act as OpenSocial Container

· MSN Clients SHALL implement the Social API Server specification as client to interact with MSN Servers 

In particular, MSN Servers and MSN Clients SHALL conform to [OS-Social-API] with the following clarifications:

· SHALL support the creation of relationships and the deletion of a person, and SHOULD support the update of person (relationships) properties, according to [OS-Social-API] section 2.1.

· SHOULD support the Groups Service according to [OS-Social-API] section 2.2. When supported, MSN Servers and MSN Clients SHALL support the creation and deletion of groups.
· SHALL support the deletion of activity entries, and SHOULD support the update of activity entries, according to [OS-Social-API] section 2.3.

· SHALL support the Albums Service according to [OS-Social-API] section 2.5. In particular, MSN Servers and MSN Clients SHALL support the creation and deletion of albums and SHOULD support the update of albums.

· SHALL support the MediaItems Service according to [OS-Social-API] section 2.6. In particular, MSN Servers and MSN Clients SHALL support the creation and deletion of media items and SHOULD support the update of media items.

· SHALL support the Messages Service according to [OS-Social-API] section 2.7. In particular, MSN Servers and MSN Clients SHALL support the retrieval and deletion of messages and SHOULD support the update of messages.
