6 Detailed Change Proposal

5.2.1 Interfaces definition

5.2.1.1 MSN-1

This interface is exposed by the MSN Server and is used by the MSN Client to interact with the OMA Compliant SN.

The supported functions of this interface include:

· User account management (e.g. user profile management, linking a External Social Network account),

· User authentication,

· User authorization to 3rd party applications to access data,

· Post, update and delete activities & follow-up actions from the MSN Client towards the MSN Server (e.g. post multimedia content)
· Request information from MSN Server about activities / follow-up actions (e.g. request a specific multimedia content) and subsequent delivery of this information to the MSN Client

· Registration of the set of notifications the MSN Client wants to receive from the MSN Server (e.g. receive push notifications about comments to a specific multimedia content )
5.2.1.2 MSN-2

This interface is exposed by the MSN Server to the network-side MSN Enabled Applications. As such, MSN-2 represents a Network API.
The supported functions of this interface include:

· Registration of a MSN Enabled Applications to the MSN Server
· User account management (e.g. user profile management, linking a External Social Network account),

· Post, update and delete activities and follow-up actions from MSN Enabled Applications towards the MSN Server (e.g. post multimedia content)

· Request information from MSN Server about activities / follow-up actions (e.g. request a specific multimedia content) and subsequent delivery of this information to authorized MSN Enabled Applications 

· Registration of the set of notifications the MSN Enabled Applications want to receive from the MSN Server (e.g. receive notifications about comments to a specific multimedia content )
· Request and ensure user authorization for the requested interactions from MSN Enabled Application (see MSN-NAPI-002)

5.2.1.3 MSN-3

This interface is exposed by the MSN Server to other MSN Servers for realizing the federation between OMA Compliant SNs. It enables the activity, follow-up actions and media exchange between two different OMA Compliant SNs.

As such, this interface is both exposed, and used, by MSN Servers.
5.2.1.4 MSN-4

This interface is exposed by the MSN Client to MSN Enabled Device Applications running on the device, according to their specific needs and permissions. As such, MSN-4 represents a Device API.
The supported functions of this interface include:

· Registration of a MSN Enabled Device Applications to the MSN Client
· Provide mutual authentication between MSN Enabled Device Applications and the MSN Client (see MSN-DAPI-001)

· Request and ensure user authorization for information/notifications that MSN Enabled Device Applications want to receive and the kind of activities they want to perform

· Accept requests from MSN Enabled Device Applications for data traffic and time constraints (e.g. frequency of polling or notifications)

· User account management (e.g. user profile management, linking a External Social Network account),

· Post, update and delete  activities and follow-up actions from MSN Enabled Device Applications towards the MSN Client (e.g. post multimedia content)

· Request information from MSN Client about activities / follow-up actions (e.g. request a specific multimedia content) and subsequent delivery of this information to authorized MSN Enabled Device Applications

· Registration of the set of notifications the MSN Enabled Device Applications want to receive from the MSN Client (e.g. receive notifications about comments to a specific multimedia content )

5.2.1.5 MSN-5

This interface is exposed by the MSN Client and is used by the MSN Server to push notification/information (e.g. content, user activities, follow-up actions) to the MSN Client and through it to MSN Enabled Device Applications.

MSN-5 relies on Push-OTA protocol [PUSH-OTA] as underlying interface for receiving push on the MSN Client side. On the MSN Server side, MSN-5 can rely either on the Push Access Protocol (PAP) [PUSH-PAP] or on Push-OTA for point-to-point delivery.
