6.3.3.2 MSN-2

This interface is exposed by the MSN Server to the network-side MSN Enabled Applications. As such, MSN-2 represents a Network API. 
The supported functions of this interface include:

· Registration of a MSN Enabled Applications to the MSN Server
· User account management (e.g. user profile management, linking a External Social Network account),

· Post, update and delete activities and follow-up actions from MSN Enabled Applications towards the MSN Server (e.g. post multimedia content)

· Request information from MSN Server about activities / follow-up actions (e.g. request a specific multimedia content) and subsequent delivery of this information to authorized MSN Enabled Applications 

· Registration of the set of notifications the MSN Enabled Applications want to receive from the MSN Server (e.g. register the reception of notifications about comments to a specific multimedia content )
· Request and ensure user authorization for the requested interactions from MSN Enabled Application (see MSN-NAPI-002) 
· Share external websites links from a remote webpage (e.g. through a “share” button)
· Import and/or export user-related information (e.g. history of activities, follow-up actions, profile, contacts, multimedia content)

In order to share links when browsing external websites (e.g. through a “share” button), MSN-2 SHALL follow the OExchange specification [OExchange]. As such, MSN Servers SHALL expose a Target as defined in...
In addition, MSN-2 SHALL expose the following MobSocNet capabilities via a Network API.

In order to share links when browsing external websites (e.g. through a “share” button), MSN-2 interface SHALL follow the OExchange specification [OExchange-Spec].

In particular, MSN Servers SHALL expose an OExchange Target and the related descriptors with the clarification provided in section 8.2.1.
MSN Server SHALL expose activity information (including follow-up actions) via Network API over MSN-2 interface, using. the REST protocol of the OpenSocial Social API Server Specification 2.0 [OS-Social-API] with the clarifications provided below.

With specific reference to [OS-Spec] section 4, MSN Server SHALL act as Social API Server and MAY act as OpenSocial Container.

With specific reference to [OS-Core-API] section 3,MSN Server SHALL support OpenSocial security mechanism.
In particular, MSN Servers SHALL conform to [OS-Social-API] section 2.3 with the following clarifications:

· SHALL support get activity streams.

· SHOULD support the creation of activity entries, the deletion of activity entries, and update of activity entries..
MSN Servers SHOULD allow users to export and/or import their personal information according to section 7.2.1. The interface to access such functionalities is out of scope of this specification.
7.2.1 Social data portability
This mechanism allows users to import and/or export the social information stored on the MSN Server (e.g. history of activities, follow-up actions, profile, contacts, multimedia content). This may be used for backup purposes or for migration from a social network to another.
The following packaging format is defined for importing and/or exporting user-related social data:

· The overall user-related data SHALL be packaged as valid Zip archive file format, according to [ZIP] specification
· The package SHALL contain:

· One social data package descriptor file, located at the root of the package, as specified in section 7.2.1.1.

· Zero or more arbitrary files located either at the root of the package and/or in arbitrary folders or in locale folders.

· User activities & follow-up actions SHALL be represented into arbitrary files as ActivityEntry JSON objects as per section 9.2.
· User profile and contact information SHALL be represented into arbitrary files as Person JSON objects as per section 9.3.
· References to other files in the package (e.g. media) within JSON objects SHALL rely on the “file:” URI
7.2.1.1 Social data package descriptor
A social data package descriptor is an [XRD] document. Such descriptor SHALL be located at “xrd.xml” file location at the root of the package.
The social data package descriptor MAY be signed according to [XRD] section 5 to guarantee the authenticity and integrity of the document.
The social data package descriptor MUST include a Property element with type http://www.openmobilealliance.org/mobsocnet/package/prop/version. This element SHALL assume value “1.0” in this version of the specification. This version identifier should simplify the import task in understanding the exact data formats referenced.
The social data package descriptor SHALL include a Subject element containing the globally unique identifier of the related user, as specified in section 9.1.1.1.
The following link relation types are identified to include references to specific types of user-related information. href attributes of the link elements SHOULD be in the form of “file:” URIs and MAY be in the form of “data:” URIs (e.g. for icons, etc). A social data package descriptor can contain any combination of such links.

Importing a social data package
When importing a social data package, MSN Server SHALL decompress (and/or extract) the social data package descriptor located at “xrd.xml” file location at the root of the package using [ZIP].

Subsequently, the MSN Server MUST verify the social data package descriptor XRD signature, if present, according to [XRD] section 5.
In case the social data package descriptor is verified, the MSN Server SHOULD check the http://www.openmobilealliance.org/mobsocnet/package/prop/version property element to ease understating of the data formats used in the package.
 If the package version is supported, the MSN Server SHOULD import the related user data.
