As per section 7.1, MSN-1 interface relies on [OS-Social-API], which is further based on [OS-Core-API]. 
With specific respect to MSN-1 interface, MSN Servers and MSN Clients SHALL conform to [OS-Core-API] section 3 except that they MAY NOT support OAuth1.0a as authorization framework.

Furthermore, MSN Servers and MSN Clients MAY support the authorization framework defined in [Autho4API_10].
In any case, MSN Servers and MSN Clients SHALL further support at least the scopes defined in section 10.2.1. Additional scope values not defined in this specification MAY also be supported.
10.2.1 Scope values

10.2.1.1 Definitions
