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1 Reason for Contribution

This input contribution proposes to add requirements related to groups in SNEW 1.1.
In SNEW 1.0 the following functionalities are already applicable to groups:

· create/delete groups (see section 7.1, which relies on the OpenSocial Groups Service)
· perform CRUD operations on activities targeted to groups (see SNEW-HLF-006 and sections 7.1 & 7.1.2), e.g. to retrieve group-specific activities, but also to post, update and delete activities targeted to a single group
2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution addresses in particular some requirements related to groups, such as:

· Joining and leaving a group

· Following a group activities

· Define visibility & access control policies for groups

· Group search (based on name, topic, location)

· Restricting privacy level of activities and reactions to a specific group

· Access the list of group members 

· Access the list of groups of a user

The proposal is to add these requirements as a new section on “Group-related requirements” (section 5.x).
3 Detailed Proposal
5.x Group-related Requirements

This section identifies the detailed requirements related to group entities for the Social Network Web Enabler. These requirements are only applicable when the group entities are supported as in SNEW-HLF-006.

	SNEW-GRR-axx
	The SNeW Enabler SHALL allow a user to perform at least the following activities on group entities:

· joining a group;

· leaving a group.

	SNEW-GRR-ayy
	The SNeW Enabler SHALL allow a user to define the privacy level of his activities or reactions to be accessible only by the users of a specific group he/she belongs to.

	SNEW-GRR-fyy
	The SNeW Enabler SHALL allow a user to follow a group’s activities and reactions on his/her SN.
Informational Note: a user may follow a group without joining the group.

	SNEW-GRR-fzz
	The SNeW Enabler SHALL allow a user to follow a group’s activities and reactions on another OMA Compliant SN.

	SNEW-GRR-pxx
	The SNeW Enabler SHALL allow a group administrator to define policies to control visibility of the group by users, including at least:

· visible by all users (pertaining to the same or another OMA Compliant SN);

· visible only by the participants invited by the administrator (pertaining to the same or another OMA Compliant SN)
Informational note: Other users may pertain to the same or another OMA Compliant SN, subject to service provider policies and/or group administrator preferences.

	The SNeW Enabler SHALL allow a group administrator to define policies for users to join/post to the group, e.g. free/open to anyone, subject to administrator acceptance or by invitation only.

	SNEW-GRR-ixx
	The SNeW Enabler SHALL allow a user to see which groups another user belongs to, subject to service provider policies and/or user preferences.

	SNEW-GRR-iyy
	The SNeW Enabler SHALL allow a user to see the list of members of a group, subject to service provider policies and/or group administrator preferences.

	SNEW-GRR-sxx
	The SNeW Enabler SHALL allow to search for groups within an OMA Compliant SN, e.g. based on name, topic (tag, category, event, etc), location or other attribute.
