Change 2:  Appendix B. Use Cases
B.X App Center Scenario

B.X.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description
This scenario shows how to register an application to an OMA Compliant SN and how to access SNEW resources for developers. This also shows the process how the user accesses to the application and gives some permission to the application.
Step 1 : Developer registers an application to OMA Compliant SN “App Center”.

1. Developer registers his/her application to the App Center portal.
- Application can be a smartphone application or a web application.
- Developer gives some information   (e.g. application name, application redirect URI, application URL to download or to play, developer’s name, developer’s contact, requested scopes) 
2. After registering, the OMA Compliant SN gives an App ID and/or a secret token to be used when accessing SNEW resources.

Step 2 : User finds and uses the application via the OMA Compliant SN.

1. User searches for an application on the SN.

2. User finds a nice application to use
3. When the user first uses the application (on the web browser or after downloading it from the app store), she gives permission to use her SN data to the application. (e.g. access and modify her profile & friends, her activities, etc).

4. User can enjoy the application.
Step 3 : Application can access user’s data and 
post automatic messages on behalf of the user to her wall after the user performed some activities in the application (e.g. to promote the application itself, to refer about a new achievement within the application, etc).
