B.X  Group Scenario using Wi-Fi Direct interface
B.X.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description
In the proximity-based group service using the paid wireless network, users are getting concerned about the data size transmitted through the expensive wireless network because the high capacity multimedia is frequently uploaded and downloaded through mobile social network services. On the other hand, if the activities and reactions between proximity-based group members are done over Wi-Fi Direct interface, the charge for those will be free because it does not use the paid wireless network.
This scenario aims at enabling users within close distance to be connected as a group over Wi-Fi Direct interface. A user can create the group with Wi-Fi Direct interface for proximity-based group service then he/she will become a group administrator. Other users can join or be invited to the group then they will become group member. After the group creation, the group members can perform the activities such as posting a text, uploading a multimedia content and so on, and also perform the reactions such as like, share, comment on existing activities without using the paid wireless network.
After all the group activities and reactions are done, the group administrator terminates the Wi-Fi Direct-based group connection between members. And then the group administrator can perform the activities with the by-product of the group action.
Step 1:  Group Creation
        1. User A playing as a group administrator wants to make a group using Wi-Fi Direct interface with users 
           (user B and user C) in close distance.
        2. User  A invites them using push notification or lets them freely join the group by searching for Wi-Fi Direct- 

            based group.
        3. User B and user C send user A permission requests that they want to join the group using Wi-Fi 
            Direct  interface.
        4. User A accepts the request for permission, then all of the three users are connected as a group.
        5. The group administrator reports group-related information (e.x. member's ID) to his/her SN server.
Step 2: Group Activities and Reactions

        6. User B posts a text or sends multimedia which is transmitted to all of the group users (user A and user B).
        7. If user A puts reactions on the user B's text, this is distributed to all the other group members, user B and
 user C.

Step 3:  Group Termination
        8. The group administrator terminates the group by disconnecting the Wi-Fi Direct communication between 
            group members. 

        9. After the group termination, the group administrator (user A) posts the group conversation and members’ 

ID on his/her SN. (Whether the group administrator posts them or not is subject to group policy.)

Air data traffic through the paid wireless network will be minimized as every piece of information between group members will be exchanged through Wi-Fi direct free of charge.
