Change 1:  Appendix B. Use Cases
B.X  Group Service Scenario using P2P communication interface
B.X.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This scenario aims at enabling users within close distance to be connected as a group over P2P communication interface (e.g. Wi-Fi Direct, LTE D2D, etc.). A user can create a proximity-based dynamic social group over P2P communication interface and will then become the group administrator. Other users can join or be invited to the group to become group members. After the group creation, the group members can perform social activities such as posting a text, uploading a multimedia content and so on, and also perform reactions such as like, share, comment on existing activities whilst in proximity.
After all the group activities and reactions are done, or periodically, the group administrator synchronizes the P2P group activities with the SN Server, and eventually terminates the connection between members. 
Step 1:  Group Creation
        1. User A acting as a group administrator wants to create a group using P2P communication interface with 
users (user B and user C) in close distance.
        2. User  A invites them or lets them freely join the group by searching for P2P dynamic social group.
        3. User B and user C send permission requests to user A indicating that they want to join the group over P2P 
communication interface.
        4. User A accepts the requests and all of the three users are connected as a group.
        5. The group administrator reports this group-related information (e.g. member's ID) to his/her SN server.
Step 2: Group Activities and Reactions

        6. User B posts a text or sends multimedia content, which is transmitted to all the other group users (user A and user C).
        7. If user A reacts on user B's text this is distributed to all the other group members, user B and
 user C.

Step 3:  Group Termination
        8. The group administrator terminates the group by disconnecting P2P communication between group
 members. 

        9. After the group termination, the group administrator (user A) posts the exchanged data and members’
ID on his/her SN.

From user perspective, proximity-based group communications can represent an interesting service that is limited in time and location and can have interesting security properties. It can also enable communication between users connected to different networks, or without network connectivity.
For operators, P2P communication groups may provide additional functionalities between their subscribers while at the same time offloading the network data at least temporarily (until synchronization is performed).

Application developers will be able to develop new applications that provide group-based interactions over P2P communication interface.
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
