Change 1: Add the following contents
5.2.4
Updating status of things
The major part of interactions between user and “Things” might be the checking status on each other.

In the social service context, “Things” updates its status and user could be aware on that and user vice versa. For example, “Things” changes its status to active (e.g. air conditioner is on), user recognizes that via SN.



 User updates his/her status to “on my way home”, “Things” catches the status and prepares warm welcoming such as turn on lights, play his/her preferred music and unlock the security system.
To realize the status updates features, the presence functions of SN should be enhanced to meet the SWoT requirements because SWoT devices have various status and users as well. For the effectiveness, the standardization of status code is recommended.
The connector to relay the status information to other SNSs should be considered as well.
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
