In the SNeW 1.1 ER section 7.2.4, there is editor’s note that  ‘Registering Application’ should  be defined.

To raise degree of completion of SNeW 1.1 ER, the detailed explanation about ‘Registering Application’ should be added to section 7.2.4. 
CONR review was extended to 22nd Aug and I recommend to add more detailed explanation to section 7.2.4

This contribution is for recommend to add explanation about registering application to SNEW1.1 ER section 7.2.4.
3 Detailed Proposal
Add below explanation to SNEW ER Section 7.2.4 

Change 1 : Add explanation about registering application  
7.2.4 Registering Application
When a 3rd party application accesses to a SNeW Server, the application SHOULD be registered beforehand. Developer can register his/her application to SNEW Server in 2 ways. One is using [Dynamic Registration], another is using WebUI. 

After application is registered to SNEW Server successfully, the application can send activities on behalf of the application user.

The process of sending activities to the SNEW Server on behalf of the application user in the application like below:

· Application requests permission to the application user.
· Application user agrees to give permission for accessing the user’s SN to the application.

· SNEW Server issues ‘token’ to the application to access to the SNEW Server on behalf of application user by following the OAuth 2.0. The application can post/get user’s activities with that token.
7.2.4.1 OAuth 2.0 Dynamic Client Registration Protocol Support
SNeW MAY support [Dynamic Registration]’ to register application to SNeW Server.

The developers provide below information to register application. 

· Application Name
· Application redirect URI

· Downloadable URL of the Application 
· Description of the Application
· Developer’s information (developer’s name, developer’s contact)
· Application image URI (optional)

Request of registering application to SNEW Server is successful, SNEW Server responses the status and the application ID for the developers.

Application ID is used in the case of below:

· When developer wants to change their application information

(e.g. Downloadable URL, Application description, developer’s information)

7.2.4.2 Registering Application in WebUI

SNeW Server MAY provide a user interface to register application with same information in 7.2.4.1.
