3.2 Definitions
	Asynchronous Interface
	Is an Interface that allows transfer of information, i.e. requests and responses, between entities e.g. applications and CMAPI connection management component without having to synchronize with some controlling clocks. The requested action is started in a separate thread of execution and called party, in this case CMAPI connection management component, responds to the caller immediately.

	Synchronous Interface
	Is an interface which requires synchronization with a controlling clock and is dependent on the completion of the interaction. Called party, in this case CMAPI connection management, will keep the caller waiting until the transaction is complete.
