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1 Reason for Change

During the resolution of the comment A203 of the RDRR, it was agreed that the term “SHOULD” should be the used in the requirement instead of “SHALL” for the requirement CMAPI-WIFI-022 as following:
 “The OpenCMAPI Enabler SHOULD be able to support the modification of the Wi-Fi connection information, including at least: IP address, Subnet address and/or HTTP Proxy. An access control policy mechanism SHALL be put in place to protect the access to this feature”
But the term SHALL was not removed during the editorial process.
This contribution proposes then to fix this editorial issue by removing the term “SHALL” just before the term “SHOULD”
