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1 Reason for Change

R01 is proposing to amend these requirements in a section dedicated to management of router functionalities.
During the process of justifying the Web API for inclusion in the 1.1 enabler, additional requirements related to Web API have been identified. After discussion, it was agreed that these requirements apply to the larger enabler. This CR proposes those additions in a more general form.

Change 3:  Add definition of Router Client Device
	P2P Direct Enabled Device
	A device for which P2P (or known as D2D in 3GPP) Direct connection is supported and enabled.

	Profile/User Profile/Connection Profile
	The term Profile or User Profile or Connection Profile will be used to identify the information needed to establish a connection. There are two types of Connection Profiles: cellular profiles for connection to cellular and WLAN profiles for connection to WLAN.

	Push Service
	A service utilizing PUSH delivery mechanism that enables the mobile device to receive data traffic initiated by a dedicated server.

	Remote Device
	In P2P direct connection context, Remote Device will represent a device discovered by or communicated to the Local Device.

	Router Client Device
	Router Client Device will represent a device that is client of the router functionalities of another device supporting such router service.

	Router Device
	Router Device will represent a device for which the router functionalities are enabled.

	R-UIM
	A Removable User Identity Module is a standalone module defined in [3GPP2 C.S0023] to register services provided by 3GPP2 mobile networks with the appropriate security.
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
