· Invite Remote Devices to join groups
· Retrieval of device information belonging to the same groups
· Refusal of invitations from Remote Devices to join groups
· Prevention of Remote Device from joining groups

5.6.2 Status Management
Through this function, CMAPI enabler collects, retrieves and provides different status information. 
Status information retrieved and provided by this functional module includes the following:
· Connection status, e.g. connected, disconnected, connecting, disconnecting etc.
· Network status, e.g. registered, out of service etc.
· Device status, e.g. on, off, plugged, unplugged, available, unavailable etc.
· PIN status, e.g. enabled, blocked, unblocked etc.
· Roaming status, e.g. roaming, not roaming etc.

5.6.3 Statistics Management

Through this function, CMAPI enabler retrieves and provides different statistic information. 
Statistic information retrieved and provided by this functional module includes the following:
· Number of kB sent, received, uploaded, downloaded etc.
