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1 Reason for Change

R02 is the result of the discussion during the F2F meeting the 21st of November 2013.

R01 is the result of the discussion during the F2F meeting the 20th of November 2013.

This CR proposes to address bug Fixes related to pointer in the TS for OpenCMAPI 1.0.
For example in RFInfoType: pRadio  6.2.1, RadioType agrees, but why a pointer to a dword enum? This forces 7.4.1 CMAPI_Network_GetRFInfo() to append each dword radio type to the end of the return buffer, instead of just including the values in each returned RFInfoType structure.
Another example, SMSID  6.2.18 SMSID, 7.14.4 CMAPI_SMS_GetIDList(). A structure containing just a dword* is used to output 'The list of dword values which reference SMS record identifiers.' Implementation therefore has to write these structures to the front of the SMSID* buffer, each pointing to a dword value written at the end of the buffer. This technique is supposed to be used for variable length data. Fixed sized data (such as the elements of this list) should just be written at the front of the buffer. Either, the struct should contain just a dword, rather than a dword* OR, eliminate this struct, and just pass dword* to CMAPI_SMS_GetIDList for the result buffer
Pointers to dwords or enums in a structure should be changed to non-pointer values. For example:

typedef struct {

    dword    *    pmsgID;    ///< The ID of the SMS record.

} CMAPI_SMSID;

should be:

typedef struct {

    dword      pmsgID;    ///< The ID of the SMS record.

} CMAPI_SMSID;
The change proposed is to modify pointer in the TS according to the following guideline:

When a structure is defined it should only utilize pointers to reference variable sized data like UTF8 strings. Simple types (like byte, dword), fixed size arrays, and other structures should not be defined in the new structure using a pointer.
In addition, SMSID structure & ProfileNameType as these are structure with only 1 parameter. Furthermore, SMSID is not used anymore in theTS.
Additionnal changes provided in the R02 were to add some error codes in section related to WLAN (connect functions)
