7. The “oma-app” Profile-type

The “ua-profile” Event Package defines a framework, where to allow for devices to subscribe to specific profile type with an application server and for the application server to notify the device with or pointer to a profile data.  


The “oma-app” profile-type specified in this document proposes and specifies a new profile-type as allowed by draft-ietf-sipping-config-framework-11.

The oma-app specifying application type profile indicates the desire for the profile data (URI when content indirection is used) and change notification of the profile content for the application.


The oma-app profile supports the use case where an enabler wants subscribes to push content direct or indirect to an application profile. The profile can be used to update an existing OMA application as well as request content for a specific application defined in the oma-app.


The oma-app profile follows the same steps as other profiles in the draft-ietf-sipping-config-framework-11.” Profile Enrollment, Profile Content Retrieval, Profile Change Notification, Profile Change Operation.


The device then requests profile enrollment for the device profile. It receives an enrollment notification resulting in device profile content retrieval.  The device initializes the User interface for services.


7.1 SIP SUBSCRIBE for the oma-app Profile Type


The oma-app profile-type enables for the use on a device to request updates of the device application profile. The application profile may be a document updating the settings of the application or any other content requested by the applications.


To enable this, the device requests profile enrollment for the oma-app profile. When there is more then one application profile, each oma-app profile-type MUST perform it own enrollment subscription and based on the each application identification. 


7.1.1 Profile Enrollment


   The first step to obtaining a profile is PDS Enrollment.  This is initiated by the device and involves:


· creating a profile enrollment subscription


· transmitting a profile enrollment request


· receiving a profile enrollment notification


· Under the oma-app Profile Enrollment the device creating a profile enrollment subscription and announces what applications and versions it has available 


· A successful enrollment is indicated by a notification containing the profile information e.g. what applications should be available and a request to update.


· The oma-app Profile Enrolment does also create an implicit request for Profile Content Retrieval e.g. a subscription for update of content to each of the applications in the oma-app profile.

The "appid" parameter has meaning  only in SUBSCRIBE requests when the "profile-type" Event header parameter is set to "oma-app". 


The "appid" parameter MAY be set when the "profile-type" parameter value is "oma-app".  The "appid" indicates that the user agent wishes to retrieve the profile data or URI and change notification for the application profile data for the specific application indicated in the value of the "appid" parameter.


The values for the "appid" parameter are defined as part of the profile data format

7.1.2 Profile Enrollment Notification


Oma-app SHALL perform Profile Enrollment Notification as specified in draft-ietf-sipping-config-framework-11. 

If the profile content are provided, the SIP Push Receiver agent MUST process the notification as specified in 7.2.1.2 (NOTIFY processing).
