To review and agree the attached draft presentation to TP

To seek the additional input necessary to justify the final approval of the Push 2.1 enabler.

2 Summary of Contribution

The draft OMA-TP-2007-0229-INP_ERP_Push_Presentation is contained in the submission package. It addresses Push 2.1 (nearing final approval) and Push 2.2 (nearing candidate approval).
Additional questions on what is needed to justify the final approval of the Push 2.1 enabler are included below.
3 Detailed Proposal

See OMA-TP-2007-0229-INP_ERP_Push_Presentation.  For Push 2.1, there is some additional information needed in this presentation.
For the Push 2.1 features:

· OTA-HTTP client response content delivery to Push Initiator via PAP

· One-shot delivery method as a new Push quality of service

We need to provide documentation we have to support these items:

· Any test fest results specifically for these new features in Push 2.1

· For the baseline Push 2.0, testing for OTA-HTTP (WAP2 Push) in general

If testing has not been done, we could defer the Push 2.1 testing until Push 2.2 (meaning only that the Push 2.1 enabler approval is delayed). In any event, it depends upon support for implementation and testing, by a sufficient number of vendors. If the market has decided that Push 2.1 is not a useful enabler release, then we should not make the case that it has (and even further that interoperability, though not verified, is not a problem to us).
As a small informal poll, the attendees in Bangkok are requested to provide the following input if possible:

· do your client/server products implement Push 2.1?

· do you have plans (service providers) to deploy Push 2.1?

For AT&T: We have promoted development of WAP2 Push by vendors, and tried to get it deployed. However various issues with network/service architecture and resource implications of OTA-HTTP prevent us from ever expecting to deploy it as-is. We do expect though that Push/SIP will resolve those issues. Our current Push requirements are limited to PAP 1.0 and WAP1 Connectionless Push over SMS.
