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1 Reason for Contribution

The intent of this contribution is to propose SIP PUSH TS text addressing support for MSRP Relays.
2 Summary of Contribution

As described in RFC 4976 Relay Extensions for the Message Session Relay Protocol (MSRP):
   With the introduction of this extension, MSRP has the concept of both

   clients and relays.  Clients send messages to relays and/or other

   clients.  Relays forward messages and message delivery status to

   clients and other relays.  Clients that can open TCP connections to

   each other without intervening policy restrictions can communicate

   directly with each other.  Clients who are behind firewalls or who

   need to use intermediaries for policy reasons can use the services of

   a relay.  Each client is responsible for enlisting the assistance of

   one or more relays for its side of the communication.

SIP Push operation over intermediaries is required, as Push services may traverse network boundaries, requiring use of firewalls, policy management, or other similar services, e.g. provided by Session Border Controllers.

This contribution adds a short reference to Push Receiver Agent and Push Sender Agent support of MSRP sessions via intermediaries (MSRP Relays). The detailed requirements should be clear from RFC 4796, although additional clarifying text could be added to the SIP Push TS as needed.

7.3.2.3 MSRP Relays
Push Sender Agents SHALL support the use of intermediaries for MSRP sessions, as described in [MSRP-Relay].
