3 Detailed Proposal
5.4.1 SIP Push flow for subscribed content

The following example describes the interactions between the Push Sender Agent and the Push Receiver agent in the context of subscribed content


1. The Push Receiver Agent (and the potential applications) is registered on the SIP/IP Core
2. The Push Receiver Agent initiates a subscription and thus sends a SUBCRIBE request to the SIP/IP CORE
3. The SIP/IP CORE sends the subscription request to the Push Sender Agent

4. The Push Sender Agent sends a SIP "200 OK" to the SIP/IP Core

5. The SIP/IP Core forwards the SIP "200 OK" to the Push Receiver Agent

6. When a new content is available, the Push Sender Agent sends a SIP NOTIFY to the SIP/IP Core with the content or a reference to it

7. The SIP NOTIFY is forwarded to the appropriate Push Receiver Agent

5.4.2 SIP Push flow for small unsubscribed content

The following example describes the interactions between the Push Sender Agent and the Push Receiver agent when an unsubscribed small content is sent



1. The Push Receiver Agent (and the potential applications) is registered on the SIP/IP Core

2. When a new content is available, the Push Sender Agent sends a SIP MESSAGE to the SIP/IP Core with the content or a reference to it

3. The SIP MESSAGE is forwarded to the appropriate Push Receiver Agent

4. The Push Receiver Agent sends a SIP "200 OK" to the SIP/IP Core

5. The SIP/IP Core forwards the SIP "200 OK" to the Push Sender Agent
