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1 Reason for Change

Rationale: The referenced section does not exist. It should be changed to 8.2. The term Registration status should be changed to registration because the “status” is not defined in section 8.

Change 2:  Section 8.1 is not complete. It only refers to using registration (reg-event or third party registration) for discovering device capabilities. SUBSCRIBE is another approach that should be included. Change 3 identifies the revisions required in the SCR table. 

There are 2 methods available for making aware of the Push Reveiver Agent: using SUBSCRIBE and including device capabilities or using the registration function.
SIP provides a registration function, using the SIP REGISTER request, which allows users to notify SIP/IP core of their availability for specific services. The registration process can also be used by the SIP/IP core to perform authentication and authorization procedures prior to granting network access. 

There are 2 approaches when registration function is used to provide device capabilities: using third –party registration as specified in [RFC 3261] or by subscribing to the “reg” event package as specified in [3680].  For specific SIP/IP Network Architecture Considerations, refer to Appendix F.
Change 3:  Appendix G.2 Introduce a new table to specify that there are two approaches for Push Receiver Agent Awareness.

Rationale: G.2 specifies PSA-S-004 as mandatory for registration. There are two approaches and it is mandatory to support one and not both. In addition PSA-S-004 should include 2 approaches for registration.
