	Application-Level Addressing
	The ability to address push content between a particular user agent on a client and push initiator.

	Application Server
	A functional entity that implements the service logic for SIP sessions.

	Push Access Protocol
	A protocol used for conveying content that should be pushed to a client, and push related control information, between a Push Initiator and a Push Proxy/Gateway.

	Push Content
	Content, metadata and application level control information that has a shared interpretation by both sender and receiver agents.

	Push Proxy Gateway
	A proxy gateway that provides push proxy services.

	Push Receiver agent
	Push Receiver agent is a logical entity that uses the SIP Push procedure to receive push content, and generate a response to the Push Sender agent request.

	Push Sender agent
	Push Sender agent is a logical entity that creates a push request, and then uses the SIP Push procedure to send push content.

	Push Resource Identifier
	The identifier of a requested or delivered resource


Change 2:  Introducing Push Resource Identifier in the AD
4.1 Push Resource Identifier to identify and link resources

SIP PUSH uses the concept of a Push Resource Identifier to identify a Push resource in the communication between the Push Sender Agent and the Push Receiver Agent. The Push Resource Identifier identifies the requested resource as well as the delivered resource. SIP PUSH identifies and link resources over different delivery methods by using a Push Resource Identifier. E.g. the Push Resource Identifier may be delivered in the event package of the SUBSCRIBE/NOTIFY or when using MESSAGE or INVITE/MSR using a feature tag.. The value(s) of a Push Resource Identifier are always globally unique and the same value represents always the same resource independent on if it appears in the even package or in the feature tag
This enables the resources to be identified independent of the delivery methods and the delivery may be linked to a requested resource over a SUBSCRIBE
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
