6 Detailed Change Proposal

Rationale: Update the text as follows to correct the errors identified in RIM’s comments:
One or more messages will be sent to the Push Receiver Agent by MSRP channel. The Push Sender Agent will send a SIP INVITE request to the SIP/IP core to negotiate with the Push Receiver Agent about establishing MSRP channel. ..
1. The SIP/IP Core sends the SIP INVITE to the Push Receiver Agent based on information stored during registration.
2. The Push Receiver Agent analyses the SDP parameters and returns the agreed parameters by sending a SIP 200 "OK" response to the SIP/IP Core.. 

a. The SIP/IP Core forwards the SIP 200 "OK" response to the Push Sender Agent. (not shown in the Figure)
3. The Push Sender Agent acknowledges the SIP 200 "OK" response with a SIP ACK request sent to the SIP/IP Core.
a. The SIP/IP Core forwards the SIP ACK request to the Push Sender Agent.(not shown in the Figure)
There are two chunks to be sent by the Push Sender Agent.
4. The Push Sender Agent sends the first chunk of data in a MSRP SEND to the Push Receiver Agent using the MSRP channel and the Success-Report header is inserted and set to yes. 
5. The Push Sender Agent sends the second chunk of data in a MSRP SEND to the Push Receiver Agent using the MSRP channel..
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
