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1 Reason for Change

In the resolution to CONRR comment A024 it was agreed to remove IMSArch from section 5 of the AD. CR 2008-0029R02 removed IMSArch from section 2.2 “Informative References” but not the reference in section 5. This inconsistency was discovered by Carole Rodriguez during applying the newest template to the AD. IMSArch was added back with CR 2008-0069. There is also another reference to IMSArch in sections 4.2.2, 5.1 and 5.2, so proposal is to remove the reference to IMSArch just from section 5.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Remove reference to IMSArch from section 5 “Informative References”
The SIP Push protocol leverages the SIP/IP Core network by transferring the Push Content from the Push Sender agent to the Push Receiver agent using Session Initiation Protocol (SIP) methods.  The SIP Push protocol provides analogous function as Push OTA [PushOTA], using SIP as the underlying transport mechanism. Support for SIP Push is dependent on the availability of SIP/IP Core network capabilities in both the network and the client.

The Push Sender and Receiver agents are the elements, which interact with the SIP/IP Core to fulfil SIP Push based service. In the case where SIP Push is utilized with [PUSH2.1], the Push Proxy Gateway (PPG) uses the Push Sender agent when delivering SIP Push Content and the client uses a Push Receiver agent to receive SIP Push Content.
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
