Comment: ETR 5.1.3 Push Receiver specifies client capabilities to be optional. In 4.1 EREL it is required if subscribe/notify is supported. Though subscribe/notify is referenced in parenthesis in ETR, is it considered to be optional because only one SIP method is required (all methods are optional but one of them must be supported). ETR should clarify that it is required if subscribe/notify is supported. In SIP PUSH TS 7.2.1.1 two approaches (items 5 and 6) are specified for device capabilities. It is assumed one needs to do either 5 or 6. Is this the correct assumption? Is item 6 also providing the equivalent of device capabilities? If this is true stating it as mandatory in ERELD is correct. If they are not equivalent then it should be optional in ERELD.

Proposed Change: In addition clarify in ETR 5.1.3 is optional because subscribe/notify is optional. Otherwise it is mandatory (assuming that statement above on the equivalence of items 5 and 6 is valid).
