6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  To add a new section 8.1  
8.1     General 

A Push Sender Agent SHOULD not push messages to a Push Receiver Agent unless the Push Receiver Agent is present in the network. The Push Sender Agent SHOULD find out the status of the Push Receiver Agent 
· by receiving SIP OPTIONS request as described in section 5,
· by subscribing to the registration event package with the SIP/IP Core according to rules and procedures of [RFC3680] or, 

· by the third party registration procedure according to rules and procedures of [3GPP TS 24.229], if the SIP/IP Core corresponds to 3GPP IMS or 3GPP2 MMD. 

The Push Sender Agent SHALL obtain the GRUU value of the Push Receiver Agent: 
· from the Contact header in the received SIP OPTIONS request if the “Delivery Capability and Resource Negotiation” is supported as described in section 5 or,

· from the <pub-gruu> element received in the registration event package as defined in [draft-ietf-sipping-gruu-reg-event] if the “Delivery Capability and Resource Negotiation” is not supported as described in section 5.
NOTE: The Push Sender Agent needs to obtain the GRUU from the Contact header in the received SIP OPTIONS request when “Delivery Capability and Resource Negotiation” is supported as described in section 5as this mechanism allows the Push Receiver Agent to indicate to the Push Sender Agent whether the public GRUU or a particular temporary GRUU is to be used.

8.2 SIP MESSAGE Method (Pager- Mode Messaging)
5. Capability Delivery and Resource Negotiation

This function provides the capability for a Push Receiver Agent to request the push resources capabilities from a Push Sender Agent and deliver its device profile to Push Sender Agents . An enabler using this capability will also be notified that a new Push Receiver Agent is available and requesting push resources.
