End to end security: Previously has only the security between the Push Proxy Gateway (PPG) and the Push client been addressed, this WI adds the user and the Push Initiator (PI) to security scope

Push Proxy Gateway discovery. The current specification does not specify how a PI will find an external PPG

Multicast/Broadcast: The Push enabler specifies a several methods on how to push content to a device. When such a network is available, Multicast/Broadcast is the most effective model to reach a large number of subscribers. The current Push AD and RD supports Multicast / Broadcast but has not implemented any support in the TS. Therefore it is not possible to create an interoperable file delivery over Multicast / Broadcast in Push. This work item aims to correct that fact.

The Multicast / Broadcast interoperability support will include:


· A method to deliver a Multicast / Broadcast files distribution setting over SDP to the push client. SIP, SMS and HTTP are supported delivery mechanism to deliver the SDP.

· A method to remove invalid Multicast / Broadcast settings from the push client


· References to supported Multicast / Broadcast file distribution networks (MBMS, DVB-H and WLAN)
