Change 2:  New text for MBMS section
7.4.1 MBMS Adaptation 

The 3GPP  Multimedia Broadcast/Multicast Service (MBMS) supports content delivery from one source to multiple recipients using a Broadcast mode and a Multicast mode as described in [3GPP-MBMS].

In the Multicast mode, users subscribe to a specific service and receive service announcements on their Multicast enabled devices, with information about the time when the session for that service starts.  The devices can then tune in to the Multicast transport channel to receive the service.

In the Broadcast mode, users do not need to subscribe to a specific service, but can receive service announcements in the same manner as for the Multicast mode.
Note: the MBMS “subscription” operations are unrelated to specific Push operations. Provisioning for MBMS service access is done offline and is unrelated to the operation of the Push enabler, except perhaps for delivery of subscription-related information to MBMS systems as part of the interface adaptation (FFS).
Service announcement may use existing Push mechanisms such as WAP-Push, WAP-HTTP etc.., or may use MBMS bearer capabilities.

MBMS has two delivery methods: streaming and download. Download is used for file delivery and streaming is used for streaming applications such as Video, TV etc…. Streaming content is assumed to be delivered from the BM-SC, and not the PPG. Download of discrete content may be initiated via the PPG.
The PPG may either act as a BM-SC or can be connected to a BM-SC using an implementation of the Push OTA interface specific for the MBMS service.
Note: the interface between the PPG and BM-SC is FFS.
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
