In multi-terminal situations, PPG can instruct a specific terminal for a user to establish a SIP connection or publish its capabilities by sending a SIR to the SIA in the terminal. The SIA is addressed by its registered Application-ID [OMNA]. As necessary to ensure that only a specific terminal establishes a SIP connection, the PPG SHALL send SIR only to the specific terminal. SIR may be deliverable through OTA-WSP, OTA-HTTP, or OTA-SIP as described in section 9.2.2.  
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
