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1 Reason for Contribution

As the baseline for changes to the Push Message spec for Push 2.3, this CR addresses an overall editorial update of the Push Message spec, and incorporates normative statements in support of RD requirement “Push-DEL-004 PTM-Push SHALL support delivery of multiple Push Content objects in a single Push operation.”

In addition to editorial changes, the ability to receive multiple Push Content packages, as independent Push Message events, is clarified.
