Change 1:  Appendix
 General Push Message Delivery Flow 
This flow shows the Push message is to be delivered or replaced from a Push Initiator to a PPG, which should then be delivered to a user agent in a device on the wireless network.
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1. PI sends a Push request to the PPG for a Push content delivery or a replacement of previous Push message. 
2. PPG may accept or reject the Push request with respect to validation or implementation dependent manner.
3. PPG sends response to the push request to indicate initial acceptance or failure.
4. Upon accepting the Push Message, PPG will perform Push message processing which may include replace a Push message previously submitted, transform the push message in preparation for over-the-air transmission, select the OTA bearers, etc.

5. After handling, PPG may use the selected bearers to deliver Push message to Push Client.

6. If required, Push Client may deliver the confirmation to PPG.

7. After receiving the confirmation message from Push Client, PPG may send the result notification to PI to specify the outcome of a Push message.
8. A response sends by the PI to confirm receipt of the result notification.
