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1 Reason for Change

To remove a editor’s notes

1.  about the interface between the BM-SC and the PPG.
Since there is no defined interface in 3GPP between the BM-SC and the MBMS content provider nodes, it is proposed to keep this interface undefined.

2. about the following editor’s note:

 “Need to consider these PPG functions as part of the PPG Service spec, and provide options as to how the PPG responds if the Push Channel is not yet setup.”
The PPG does not have to keep a transaction open and wait for the session setup to inform the Push Initiator/service provider of the success or failure of the service. i.e., the PPG accepts the content from the PI and informs the Push Initiator of the success or failure at some later time when it has attempted the delivery over MBMS.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Remove editor’s note in section 10.1.1
10.1 OTA-PTM over MBMS

The PPG and Push Client MAY support OTA-PTM over MBMS (“Push/MBMS”). This section applies to the PPG and Push Client that supports Push/MBMS.

10.1.1 Protocol Overview

The PTM-Push Enabler provides a set of functions which enable the delivery of content over broadcast/multicast networks, including but not limited to: content delivery, file distribution, service protection, and content protection.  
This section describes the necessary data and interactions needed to extend the Push Enabler to facilitate delivery over MBMS.

The Push Client MUST support FLUTE as described in [TS 26.346] for PTM-Push over MBMS. 

The PPG MAY incorporate BM-SC functions. The PPG which incorporates BM-SC functions MUST support FLUTE as described in [TS 26.346] for PTM-Push over MBMS. The interface between the PPG and BM-SC is out of the scope of this specification

Change 2:  Remove editor’s note in section 10.1.4.1

10.1.4.1 PPG

Prior to delivering content over PTM-Push, the PPG SHALL verify that a file delivery session is associated with the Push Channel for which the content is to be delivered.  If a file delivery session is not associated with the Push Channel, the PPG SHALL follow the procedures described in Section 10.4 “Push Channel Set up” to establish a PTM-Push file delivery session for the channel.  


The PPG SHALL support the PPG services related to Push Submission processing as described in [PushServ], including the message delivery result notification if requested by the Push Initiator. In that case, it SHALL support the "Reception Reporting" procedure as described in   [TS 26.346]
When delivering Push Content over MBMS, the PPG SHOULD verify that content for exactly one Push Channel is delivered over exactly one MBMS file delivery session.  Any other approach for mapping Push Channels to MBMS sessions is considered out of scope for this specification.  

The ‘Content-Location’ attribute SHALL be set to the Push Channel ID according to the rules and procedures described in Section 10.4.2 “Setting up a FLUTE FDT mapping”.  

The PPG SHALL be capable of sending Push Content over FLUTE to the Push Client.
